New Prelims and Finals format: 
We are very pleased to announce that we will be able to offer a prelims/finals performance opportunity for our bands this year. In order to accommodate this format, a limit of 20 performing bands will be strictly enforced. 

Classification:
Class sizes will be determined by the naturally occurring breaks that exist in the winds and percussion of the registered bands.  Once established, class assignments will be known only to the tabulator/chief judge; neither the members of the adjudication panel nor the participating bands will know the classifications of the ensembles. This information will remain unknown until the prelims awards ceremony.

Performance Order:
Performance order WILL NOT be based on classes. All registration forms will be bundled into groups of 5 as they are received.  The 1st 5 received will be in group 4; the next 5 received will be in group 3, etc.  The groups will perform in order Group 1, 2, 3 and 4 during preliminary performances.  There will be a drawing within each group of 5 bands to determine the order of performance within the group.  The first band drawn will perform last in their group, regardless of class.  The last band drawn will perform first in their group, regardless of class.  GET YOUR REGISTRATIONS IN EARLY.

Finals:
Following the prelims performances, there will be a prelims award ceremony in which class awards (Band, Music, Marching, Overall Effect, Colorguard, Percussion, and Drum Major) will be given and classifications will be revealed.  This allows all bands the opportunity to compete for class awards while having equal opportunity to advance to finals.  The winner of each class and the next 3 highest overall scores, regardless of class, will advance to the finals (7 bands total).  If any of those bands choose not to participate in Finals, the next band with the highest overall score, regardless of class will advance to finals.  

Finals Performance Order:
We will use the prelims overall score to help determine the performance order at finals.  The bands with the 3 highest prelims overall scores will draw for the last three performance slots (slots 5-7). The 4 other bands will draw for the first four performance slots (slots 1-4).  We will meet directly after the Coastal Carolina University’s performance behind the home bleachers outside of the tabulation trailer.

Finals Awards ceremony:
Following the finals competition performances, an awards ceremony will be held in which rankings from finals, regardless of class, will be given.  In addition, an award for the top group in each caption (Music, Marching, Overall Effect, Colorguard, Percussion, and Drum Major) will also be given.

Preliminary Awards Ceremony
1st and 2nd place - General Effect – determined by the total of the scores awarded by the two (2) Music Effect judges plus the score awarded by the Visual Effect judge.

1st and 2nd place - Music Performance - determined by the average of the scores awarded by the Music Performance Ensemble and Music Performance Individual judges.

1st and 2nd place - Visual Performance - determined by the score awarded by the Visual Performance judge.

1st and 2nd place - Colorguard

1st and 2nd place - Drum Major

1st and 2nd place - Percussion

1st, 2nd, 3rd place - Overall Band per class

TABULATION PROCESS AND DETERMINING AWARDS - 

The score assigned by the Music Performance Individual judge and the Music Performance Ensemble judge will be averaged. That score will represent 20% of the total score.

The scores assigned by the judging panel will be tabulated as follows:

After scores are tabulated, all penalties imposed for various infractions will be deducted from the raw score to determine the final score. If two or more bands have the same final score, the higher placement will be awarded to the band with the Higher General Effect total (sum of Visual Effect

and two (2) Music Effect scores).
Rules: 
This is an open event for bands of all styles.  Bands may enter or exit from anywhere on the field. In the interest of a fair evaluation, we ask that your actual performance time be at least seven minutes long, but not longer than fifteen minutes. All bands are allotted only 15 minutes total on the field

Tickets:  
All participating members, pit crew and chaperones (one per ten band members only) are admitted free.
