MINUTES FOR JANUARY 23, 2007

The meeting began at 7:33 PM, with Chris Newton presiding.  Copies of the agenda and the 

January 9, 2006 Meeting Minutes were passed out.  

Introductions:

Chris Newton opened the meeting and welcomed the attendees.  

Previous Meeting Minutes Approved:

Neil Hicks made a motion to accept the January 9, 2006 Meeting Minutes as presented.  Diane Bruening seconded the motion.  The motion carried, meeting minutes were approved with no changes.

Salsa Fund Raiser Presentation: 

Mr. Ham Lang made a presentation for a new fundraiser.  The Salsa fundraiser program started in November and Mr. Lang guaranteed that if we chose to run this program that we would be the only ones with this fundraiser in the district.  The salsa comes in 28 oz plastic jars in Mild, Hot, or Tex Mex.  The 28 oz jars sell for $10 with the fundraising program receiving a total of $4 (students would receive $2 of this in their band accounts) if we sell 200 jars.  Less than 200 jars the fundraising profit is $3.50 per jar.  Each jar can have personalized labels for Havelock High School Band.  Mr. and Mrs. Lang presented each of the salsas for taste testing for the meeting attendees.  With the fundraising, for a limited time, we could receive a sample case of 12 bottles of salsa for a taste testing party of our own.  Thank you Mr. Lang for the presentation and taste testing.  Everyone attending enjoyed the salsa tasting. 

Old Business

Money Owed Letters.

Letters have been sent out to students who still owe money for Marching Band.  Thank you for the responses so far.  

Band DVDs Available for Sale:

Our Marching Band DVD is a great production this year.  Copies are still available.  Additionally there have been requests for older DVDs.  This year we made 50 additional DVDs to handle future requests.  We can make additional copies of back issues with some effort to recreate.  It was determined that it would be reasonable to charge $30 for back issues.

New Business

Crystal Coast Winter Classic (CCWC) - March 24:

We now have 24 units registered.  Chris Newton and Diane Bruening are chairpersons.  We will make money on admissions and concessions at this one-day event.  Last year, we made approximately $XX with 8 units.  

Jazz Dinner Dance:

The Gangster Gala will be held Friday, March 2nd beginning at 7:00 pm.  This event will be at the Havelock Tourist Center.  Lisa Venema will take the deposit to the Tourist Center.  On March 1st we will load and leave from HHS Band Room for set up at the Tourist Center at 5:00 pm.  We will decorate on March 2 sometime between 8:00 am – 5:00 pm (more details to come). We will purchase period hats for the band members to wear.  The ticket price is $25 per person or $50 per couple.  The Rivertowne Ballroom Dancers will not be able to participate.  The Flame will cater the event.  Posters are available for distribution and we will send out a mailing to businesses.  The menu is similar to last year’s menu with a substitution of salmon for beef.  The second entrée is chicken and the meal includes green and fruit salad, several vegetables, bread and dessert.

All-Region Jazz Participants:

Congratulations to Patrick Glynn, E.J. Hussey and Dustyn Moon for making the 2007 All-Region Jazz Band.  The clinic will be on Feb 23-24 at Beddingfield HS in Wilson, NC.  A motion was made by Neil Hicks and 2nd by Diane Bruening for the Boosters to pay up to $300.00 for the $35.00 registration per student and 1 high hotel stay in Wilson (Registration of $105.00, 2 Hotel rooms estimated at $160.00).  The motion was approved.

District Band Festival:
The District Band Festival will be held at Havelock High School March 14-16th from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm.  Fifty-six bands will be attending the 3-day event.  We need parents to assist with concession.  Students will be helping as well.  Last year, we made a little over $XX.  The goal for this year is to raise $900.  We need a chairperson for this event.  Talk to Mr. Benitez or Chris Newton if interested.  We will try to get a waiver for selling concessions during the lunch period.

Spring Fundraisers:

In addition to the presentation of the Salsa Fundraiser we discussed potential fundraisers.  Several suggestions were discussed and will not be pursued at this time such as Pampered Chef, Home Interiors, Peanuts (out of season for spring) and Current Magazine.  We are still considering a Yard Sale, Car Wash (with matching grant from Wal-Mart potential) and a Silent Auction (in conjunction with another event).  We are still looking for additional ideas.

Air Show/No Air Show:

The Air Show at Cherry Point is May 4-6th and will not host the Blue Angels this year.  Jay-Jay will also not be available.  Air Show organizers control locations and activities for groups who volunteer to run concessions.  Our profit for this event has ranged from $100 for the weekend to $900 for the weekend.  We will see if we can get some insight as to our assigned concession before making a decision.

Camp Seafarer:
We are scheduled to work on April 20-22 and Memorial Day weekend (May 24).  We usually make $XX on this event.  Fourteen to twenty students are needed for each camp.  Students who participate are allowed to eat at camp and participate in camp activities when not working in the dining hall.  We need a male and female parent to participate.  The event is from Friday at 5:00 through Sunday 12:00.  An email will go out asking students and parents to sign up.  JoAnna Wishon and Sharon Abreu volunteered for April 20-22.  

Craven All-County Band:
Craven All-County Band is scheduled for March 26th and 27th.  All-County Band students will be chosen on Feb 2nd.

Spring Trip:
We are looking to plan a $100 trip.  Mr. Benitez will do a trip analysis and will have proposals to decide upon by next meeting.  JoAnna Wishon will research other musicals or shows in the area.  Two potential trip ideas are being discussed (1) Raleigh to see Grease and shop and (2) Carowinds.  If anyone has any additional ideas send an email to Mr. Benitez.
