Old Business

Need a Trailer Driver:

The Jazz Ensemble will perform at the Cherry Point Methodist Church and a trailer driver is needed to load at 9:45, leave a 10:15 and return at 12:3 Saturday, February 11, 2007.  The Jazz Ensemble is playing for the Senior Citizens for Valentine’s.  Mike Mills volunteered to drive the trailer.

Crystal Coast Winter Classic (CCWC) - March 24:

We now have 27 units registered.  Chris Newton and Diane Bruening are chairpersons.  Chris Newton passed out the CCWC list of Key Functions and is looking for Coordinators.  We will make money on admissions and concessions at this one-day event.  Last year, we made approximately $XX with 8 units. Mr. Peters or Mr. Jaster will pull the trailer and be ready to depart the band room on Thursday, March 1st at 3:00 pm.  We will decorate on March 2 sometime between 8:00 am – 5:00 pm (more details to come at the next meeting). Lisa Venema has ordered the hats for the band members. 

District Band Festival:
The District Band Festival will be held at Havelock High School March 14-16th from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm.  We need parents to assist with concession.  Students will be helping as well.  During regular school lunch period we will only be selling to uniformed participating band students doing the best we can not to allow Havelock students to buy lunch from concessions rather than the school lunchroom.  Last year, we made a little over $XX.  The goal for this year is to raise $500.  We need a chairperson for this event.  Talk to Mr. Benitez or Chris Newton if interested.  

Spring Fundraisers:

We finalized the plan for the Spring Fundraiser(s).  As is turns our, Roger Bell will be selling salsa through another company so we won’t be the only sponsor. We are proceeding with plans to participate in the Air Show May 4-6th.
Camp Seafarer:
We have an issue with the dates.  Originally we were planning for the weekend of April 20 and perhaps Memorial Day weekend.  We received the contract for Memorial Day weekend only.  Mr. Benitez is waiting on an email to get clarification from the coordinator.  

Craven All-County Band:
Craven All-County Band is scheduled for March 26th and 27th.  All-County Band students were notified and will need to pay a $5 clinic fee.  The event will be held at West Craven and students will travel on a bus to the event.

Spring Trip:
We are looking to plan a $100 trip.  Two potential trip ideas are being discussed (1) Raleigh to see Grease, shop and ice skate (2) Carowinds (Charter buses will be $50 per student and the tickets are $40).  If we go to Carowinds we would leave at 5 am and return at 2-3 am.  With a trip to Carowinds there is a concern for ability to maintain appropriate supervision given the length of the day.  We may consider staying overnight for Carowinds but that does increase the cost of the trip   Students will be surveyed.  We must use Charter buses if we go out of state.
