Old Business

Student Balance Policy:

A Student Balance Policy has been discussed at the Executive Board and previous Booster meetings.  It is proposed that a new policy be instituted that “All students must pay in full, their balance owed to the band by the end of the school year.  Students that do not pay their balances in full will not be able to participate in marching band the following year.  Seniors that do not pay their balances in full will not be allowed to participate in graduation ceremonies.  Exceptions to this policy must be cleared in advance upon Band Director’s discretion.”  A motion was made to approve the policy by Diane Bruening and second by Mack Hare.  The policy was approved.  The policy proposal was discussed and agreed that this policy is already generally understood.  The next money owed letters will go out the 3rd week in March and will have this policy.  If students don’t make a payment they will not receive their next report card.  The suggestion was made to put the policy on the webpage. 

New Business

Winterguard:

The video from the 1st competition was shown.  It was a great performance and they scored 2nd out of 6 groups.

Crystal Coast Winter Classic (CCWC) - March 24:

We now have 28 units registered.  Chris Newton and Diane Bruening are chairpersons.  We need a concession chair.  Deb Hare volunteered for Concession Chair.  We still have other positions open for chairs.  Concessions and ticket sales are where we make our money.  There will be a set up the day before for a few hours.
