The goal is to get as many people here as possible.  There will be a Jazz Master Class from 3 to 4 pm and the concert will be at 7 pm. Spring Trip:

Candy Sale:

2007-2008 Discount Cards:
We need a volunteer to begin making contract with businesses and have card design ready by 2nd week in June.  We could divide it up.  We will each sign up for one.  Lisa Venema will coordinate

Camp Seafarer:
John Jaster will volunteer for chaperone with Sharon Abreu and JoAnna Wishon for April.  Volunteers are still needed for Memorial Day.  We have enough students for both dates.  If we don’t get someone soon for Memorial Day weekend we may have to cancel.

Nominating Committee:
We need to select and organize a committee in charge of nominating an Executive Board for 2007-2008.  The committee needs to be active band booster members.  Mike Eskew, Dianne Bruening, and JoAnna Wishon were selected for the committee.  The committee will ask existing executive boards members if they wish to continue service as well as call booster members to determine interest in running.  New officers need to be presented at the 1st meeting in May with official turn over 1 July.  A copy of the Band Booster Executive Board Positions/Duties was handed out.

Important Spring Dates:
A date sheet was handed out about the important dates on camps, spot-lights, and section leader training.  

Other Business:

Chris Newton introduced a motion to make an administrative change to the Booster Bylaws to have the Booster year coincide with the school year, so that the last Booster meeting of the school year will be the turn over meeting from the past year’s Executive Board to the new year’s Executive Board.  JoAnna Wishon seconded the motion.  This will be advertised by email for the 10 day period and we will vote on April 24.
