NEW BUSINESS:
4TH of July Freedom Festival:

We will be fundraising at the 4th of July Freedom Festival at Havelock City Park from 5-9pm.  We now have a volunteer to chair this event; JoAnna Wishon. We will need to have all Jazz equipment at the park by 4:00 pm; Mike Mills volunteered to pull the trailer for this event.  The Jazz band will rehearse on July 3rd from 3pm to 6pm.  On the 4th they will perform from 5:15 to 6:00pm.  We will need propane tanks and generators for this event.  Set up for this event will begin at 4:30pm, everyone that can attend and help is invited.  We will be selling Hot Dogs, Funnel Cakes, Nachos and drinks.  There will also be a face painting area.  An email will be sent for volunteers.

Jorge will be out of town June 18th through June 27th.

Drum Major and Leadership Camp:

Drum Major Camp and Leadership Camp is July 15-18 at Coastal Carolina University in Myrtle Beach, SC.  This camp is mandatory for the Drum Majors.  Section leaders can go if they choose.  The cost is $280 per person.  Boosters fund the drum majors since the camp is mandatory for them. Jorge will be driving the students that are attending.

Crown Beat:

The bus will be leaving at 2:00pm.  Students are asked to bring money for dinner at a fast food restaurant and concessions at the event.  Return time will be around midnight.  Please plan to pick up students in back parking lot at the high school.

Band Camp:

Band Camp is July 30-August 3rd.  This is a mandatory camp for all marching band members.  This year’s fee will be $125 for all wind and percussion members and $100 for all colorguard members.  The guard will have an additional uniform fee that will range from $200-$225.  A lunch coordinator/coordinators will be needed.  Deb Hare was asked if she would take that position again this year and she accepted. Parent volunteers are needed to work the water station during the daytime.  There is usually a morning shift and an afternoon shift.  Sing up sheets will be sent around next meeting.  

Jackets for our Band:

Purchasing band jackets by everyone in the band is desired in order to keep the band members looking orderly and uniform when traveling for competitions when not in their band uniform.  We do not yet have a cost for the jackets or the t-shirts, but that amount will be coming.  This fee will be separate from the band camp fee.

Accounts Review Committee:

An accounts review committee is needed.  It will need to include current Vice President and two other members at large.  Mike Mills and Chris Newton volunteered.  The accounts review committee for this year is as follows:  Mike Mills, Mike Eskew, Chris Newton and Kim Lacy.  A motion was made to approve this committee by Bob Venema.  Sharon Abreu seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.

2007-2008 Discount Cards:

The 2007-2008 discount cards are in and have been issued to any student interested.  This is our first fundraiser and for every card sold the student will receive $2 in their band account.  This is a great way to raise money to help pay for band expenses.  September is the cut off for the student to receive the money, after that the money will go to the band.
