NEW BUSINESS

Parent’s Exhibition:

Parent’s Exhibition will be on Saturday, August 25th, 1:00 pm until 5:00 pm.  A flyer was given out on this event.  A volunteer sheet was also passed around. A discussion was had on the events of the day and the items that each band and guard member needs to bring.  Mike Eskew and Joanne Wishon will co-chair this event.  A question was ask about show t-shirts being available to the boosters.  Show t-shirts will be available for band boosters to purchase.

Band T-shirts and Jackets:

T-shirts are being designed for the marching band show now.  They will be on sale at the Parent’s Exhibition.  Each student will be charged $20.00 for 2 t-shirts.  This fee will be due August 25th.  In place of hoodies, each marching band member will wear a HHS band jacket as part of the assigned uniform when additional clothing is used.  The cost of this jacket will be $40.00; it includes personalization of the jacket.  Because of the expense of our overnight trip being at the beginning of the year, the money for the jackets will not be due until the end of October.
