Minutes for August 21, 2007

Leadership Seminar: Jorge spoke briefly about the leadership seminar and the motivational speaker, Mr. Scott Lang.  A discussion was had on this seminar and the cost of it.  Joanna Wishon made a motion that the boosters pay for this seminar.  Mike Eskew seconded the motion.  The motion carried and the cost was approved.  

Band t-shirts/Jackets: T-shirts have been designed for the show and will be here for Parents Exhibition.  Each student will be charged $20.00 for 2 t-shirts.  This fee will be due on August 25th.  Jackets are being sized for students at practice.  The cost of the jacket will be $40.00, it includes personalization of the jacket.  The money for the jacket will be due at the end of October.  Parents may also purchase personalized jackets at the next band booster meeting or at Parents Exhibition.

Ad Sales: We have had some ad turned in, not many by students.  Ads are due by Friday August 25th.  The section that sells the most amount of ads per student will receive 1 free band t-shirt per student.  The section must reach $35 (business card) average per student.

Shoes and gloves: Shoes and gloves arrived yesterday and were given out at today’s rehearsal.  $30.00 for shoes and $3.00 per pair of gloves will be charged to students accounts.

Trailers: A 20x8 foot trailer was donated by Ray and Marie Ortiz (old band parents).  It is traveling for Atlanta and should be here on Thursday.  Please thank Ray and Marie if you see them.

First Football Game: August 24th.  We need chaperones- sign up sheet is going around.  We will not be performing at half-time because of a jazz gig.  We will be performing after the game.  All chaperone need to see the video and need to receive the handbook.

Fort Mill: Jorge went over the hand out.  There was a change in the schedule and the cost.  Cost revision from $185 to $160.  Chaperone price will change also.

Booster Projects: Chris Newton thanked all that came out for the project day and was very grateful for all that was accomplished.  Chris also stated that some things will be done on August 25th (parents exhibition).
