Now is the time to get serious about applying for college scholarships…..deadlines are coming up.
There are many opportunities available and the information can be found on-line and in the Guidance Office

Here are some highlights:

· Carteret-Craven Electric Cooperative Scholarship – deadline: March 4, 2011 (This is a locally sponsored scholarship that is awarded to five seniors in Craven and Carteret counties – you could be one of them, but you have to apply!)
· NC Alpha Delta Kappa Student Achievement Scholarship – 

deadline: February 2, 2011

· USA Funds Scholarships – deadline: February 15, 2011

· Cherry Point Officers’ Spouses Club (OSC) Scholarship  -  deadline: March 31, 2011
· SECU Foundation Scholarship – come by Guidance for more information by April 1, 2001

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*FAFSA Day is February 19, 2011*

FAFSA Day will be held at the New Bern Campus of Craven Community College on Saturday, February 19, 2011 from 9:00am until Noon.  Seniors: you should be receiving information in the mail about registering for this event.  Pre-registration is strongly recommended. You can learn more and register at www.cfnc.org
Completing the FAFSA form is a requirement to be considered for all federal and most state financial aid for college, including scholarships and grants.  This year’s statewide FAFSA Day is sponsored by College Foundation of North Carolina, the North Carolina Association of Student Financial Aid Administrators and the State Employees’ Credit Union.

To be fully prepared to complete the FAFSA on February 19th, event participants should bring the following items to FAFSA Day: both the student’s and parents’ federal 1040 tax forms for 2010 (or W-2 forms and other income and asset documents if completed tax forms are not available); the student’s and one parent’s Personal Identification Numbers (PINs) obtained in advance from the U.S. Department of Education website, www.pin.ed.gov; and a FAFSA on the Web Worksheet with as much information entered as possible.  The online Worksheet is available at www.fafsa.gov.

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SUMMER SCHOOL:  Summer school sessions have been scheduled for June 16, 2011 through June 29, 2011.  There will be two sessions -a morning session (8am-noon) and an afternoon session (1pm-5pm).  Applications for summer school will be available in February in the guidance office. Parents or students with questions regarding summer school, graduation, or promotion requirements may check their 2010-2011 high school curriculum bulletin (available online at http://www.craven.k12.nc.us/ then click on “student info” then click on “high school curriculum bulletin” or contact their child’s school counselor.

Summer Opportunities for Rising Juniors and Seniors: 

· Project Uplift – this is a special program that enables high-achieving rising seniors to experience college life on the UNC at Chapel Hill campus.  There are eligibility requirements for this program and you must be nominated. The deadline is February 14, 2011. Come by Guidance if you are interested in finding out more!

· NC Project Seed – this is a cost-free, statewide, year-round science enrichment program for academically talented students.  It includes a paid summer internship, Saturday Academy and the Princeton Review SAT Preparation course.  There are eligibility requirements for this program and you must have a teacher recommendation.  The deadline is February 18, 2011.  Go to www. NCProjectSEED.org for more information or come by the Guidance Office.

· Martha Guy Business Institute for Future Business Leaders - this program is sponsored by Appalachian State University’s Business College and is for rising seniors who have demonstrated leadership potential and have a sincere interest in business as a college major.  There is a cost for this program and need-based scholarships are available to qualified applicants.  The deadline for this program is March 1, 2011.  Come by Guidance for brochures and more information. 
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Tip for students taking college courses: You may want to save your syllabus from your college classes that you take during high school.  Knowing the specific course content can help when trying to determine if classes will transfer when you begin college.
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REGISTER with the SELECTIVE SERVICE as soon as you turn 18.  It’s the law. Visit the Post Office or sss.gov

It’s a young man’s civic duty and legal obligation to register with Selective Service; however, many students do not know that there is a registration requirement. Others mistakenly believe it does not apply to then, unfortunately, by not registering; men risk their eligibility for future college loans and grants, job training, employment, and U.S. citizenship for immigrants. Registration with Selective Service applies to virtually all men living in the United States including immigrants, no matter their status
